	Geography: notable aspects and  strengths

	Many thanks for sending through a beautifully presented and detailed submission. We really enjoyed reading your story. We were interested to see how you had used your location to your advantage. The students are obviously benefitting from a creative team of teachers. We really liked your ‘Geography is best when…’ list. It was good to see students experiencing unfamiliar places through a variety of fieldwork, particularly other physical landscapes such as rivers and coasts, and the development of subject specific vocabulary. You are also tackling some ‘difficult’ topics such as extremism, which is so important currently. Well done indeed for the work you are doing in this area.
The world map display showing global connections is a good way to provide a daily reminder of how the school is part of a wider network of links. It was pleasing to see Barnaby Bear making an appearance, and your sponsorship of pupils overseas is pleasing too. Digimap for Schools is being used, which is good to see. We were impressed with the Geohazards week: the casualties wrapped in emergency blankets made a particularly effective image, as well as the emergency shelters that were built. The term ‘curriculum making’ is also good to see, as well as the role of the pupil voice. Your resources look excellent, and feature a range of artefacts and items to stimulate discussion.

	Geography: aspects to develop and strengthen

	There were plenty of interesting activities taking place, which we loved reading about. There were few things that stood out as needing too much attention as you have already developed substantial geographical opportunities for pupils.
Your self-evaluation identified geographical enquiry as one area to develop, but we thought that you had some excellent examples within the portfolio of evidence. One possible extension would be to make each curriculum unit an exploration of a key enquiry question such as ‘what makes a Londoner?’, which was billed as citizenship but is also profoundly geographical. 

We hope that you enjoy your geography playground markings, and liked the idea that you involved students in choosing them. You have some reasonable plans for further linking, and development of curriculum units, which we think are entirely appropriate.
We wish you all the best, and hope that the award of a Silver PGQM will give you the energy to develop geography even further, and support other local schools in their own developments. Your suggested focus of diversity would definitely be appropriate here, and offers some exciting potential for joint projects with other schools as well as further cross-curricular work.
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
